Student Exchange Information

The preferably deadlines for student exchange applications are March 31 for the winter semester (October to

January) and September 30 for the summer semester (February ro June).

Required documents
With the official nomination letter, the following documents are to be sent by the study abroad coordinator:

1) application form for exchange students http://www.cuni.cz/lUKEN-179.html (to be filled out on the computer,

a digital photo is preferred). Please check that the courses are filled with their codes.

2) letter of purpose

3) recommendation letter by a faculty member

4) transcript of records

5) CV

6) certificate of English proficiency on the B2 EU level (does not apply for native English

speakers)

Undergraduate exchange students are asked to apply to at least four courses, graduate students to at least

three ones.

Courses taught in English and in other foreign languages
a) Every faculty offers a variety of courses and seminars, mostly in English. Faculties present the lists of
courses on their websites: (Your student cannot have a status of Erasmus student but he/she can choose the

Choose a faculty, click on the button Search and then you can choose the departments from the respective
faculty (in the box Department) or insert the name of the searched subject in the box "title" (for example

“Psychology”) and all relative courses at various faculties will appear.

Nevertheless, this list gives an overview of all courses ever offered so it can not be regarded as up-to-date but
courses tend to be the same to a high degree every academic year. They are always updated shortly before
the start of the semester. The choice of courses is discussed after arrival and may be changed according to
new circumstances.

It is necessary to click on the chosen course and check in its description:

. the Faculty, at which it is offered
. the language of instruction
. the semester

Important: The courses should be chosen at one faculty only to which the application is consequently sent. It
is also necessary to select primarily courses corresponding to the student’s major at the home university so
that the application could be forwarded to a specific department. Only a minor part of courses not

corresponding to the major may be selected.

Only after the admission by the relative faculty, the student may apply to one or two courses at another CU
faculty.
Courses offered to the Erasmus program students are availabale for non-European exchange students. It is

better though to choose more courses in case some of them would be full.

Also some programs in English offered as payed programs for foreign students are available free of charge
for exchange students - with the exception of the East and Central European Studies (ECES) program at the

Faculty of Arts which is not usually eligible for exchange students.

Academic year: The winter semester starts at the end of September/beginning of October and finishes before
Christmas and January is the exam period. The summer semester starts at the end of February, finishes at the

end of May and June is the exam period. Official information can be found on http://www.cuni.cz/UK-2044.html

European students though, so a non-European student has to adjust the information to his/her situation.

The average cost of living per month:
Accommodation in a university dorm - CZK 5000
Meals - CZK 3000-5000

Public transport CZK 360

Accommodation of exchange students at student dormitories is arranged by the receiving faculties.
They are commonly lodged at the Vetrnik and the Hvezda dormitories - see Catalogue of CU dormitories on

http://www.czechcampus.com/Campus/ .

Students wanting to be lodged there will be required to pay booking deposit of CZK 1800 approximately 2
months before their arrival to Czech Republic and moving into the dormitory.

Students interested in a long-term rent of the dormitory place are preferred, because otherwise we have
problem to house all interested incoming students, especially in the month of October (many students use
dormitory capacities only as temporary accommodation instead of hostels while searching for a private
lodging).

If the student moves out of the dormitory before the end of semester, there is a fine deducted from the deposit.
