The Graduate School of Education (Master’s Course in Education in Schools) conducts comprehensive
and specialized studies of various sciences chiefly involved in the theory and practice of elementay and secondary
education, and it offers elementary and secondary school teachers the opportunity to pursue advanced reseach
and improve their theoretical and practical abilites.

The College of Education offers undergraduate courses to train students to have an excellent ability to
teach all the subject areas in elementary education along with a comprehensive understanding of the processes
of growth and development of children.
